Each patient has an 
ongoing relationship with a 
personal physician who 
leads a team that takes 
collective responsibility for 
patient care. The 
physician‐led care team is 

responsible for providing all 
the patient’s health care 
needs and, when needed, 
arranges for appropriate 
care with other qualified 
physicians. A medical 
home also emphasizes 
enhanced care through 
open scheduling, expanded 
hours and communication 
between patients, 
physicians and staff. 
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
